u3 Day 1 – Separation of Powers 
- Federalism – Power is divided between the Nat’l and state gov’t
- National = Federal = Central
- National gov’t is divided into 3 Separate Branches

- Separation of Powers
- Each branch of gov’t does a different job:
- Legislative Branch = Makes Laws



- Write Laws
- Ex. Speed Limit is 55 mph

- Executive Branch = Enforce laws



- Bring laws to life

- Ex. Speed Limit is 55 mph – They make Speed Limit signs
- Judicial Branch = Interprets Laws



- decides what laws mean


- decides if someone has broken the law
- Ex. Caught speeding, a judge makes you pay a fine
